In 1890, railroad developers determined that the Las Vegas Valley
would be a prime location for a railroad stop and town. Work on
the first Union Pacific railroad line into Las Vegas, linking Los Angeles
with Salt Lake City, began in the summer of 1904. The railroad
depot was located where the Union Plaza Hotel now stands.

By early 1905, several cottages, general stores and saloons had
sprung up around the railroad tracks. The railroad company followed
suit by sending surveyors to begin laying out an area that would be
known as Clark’s Las Vegas Townsite. The company then planned an
auction in which townspeople could buy parcels of land.

After a number of delays in construction and planning, the land
auction was finally held on May 15, 1905. More than 1,000 men
attended. A single passenger car served as the train station for the
main event. Several of the old railroad cottages, used to house workers,
can still be seen in what is now the heart of downtown Las Vegas.

Before the end of the first day’s auction, entire buildings from out-
lying areas were literally being dragged to the newly purchased lots.
The auction marked the founding of Las Vegas.

Our yearlong birthday bash will highlight the unique people, places
and events that helped Las Vegas transform from a sleepy railroad
stopover to one of the most dynamic cities in the world.
